2. Passport must be valid for a minimum of 6 months from the day of arrival at your destination. Please note :

Participation in the Brown line and Orange Line ( Summer: March - September) requires holding a Schengen
multiple-entry visa.

3. Please read the terms & conditions to understand what is and is not included in the price.

4. CANCELLATIONS, RESCHEDULE AND REFUNDS
Please read carefully the cancellation and refund policy.
If you cancel your tour for any reason including medical or personal reasons, the following cancellation/refund
charges will apply:

• 16 days prior departure – No extra cost for changes to prior or later departure. In case of cancellation - Full
refund

• 15-08 days prior departure – 50% of invoice will be deducted for cancellation and rescheduling
• Less than 7 days prior departure – NO REFUND will be given for cancellation and rescheduling

5. For single traveller, you can choose to share a standard twin room with same gender which will be arranged by
goEUgo. In case of not having another traveller to share with, no extra charge will be applied. For participants who
prefer single occupancy (no sharing), this can be arranged by paying a single supplement fee of € 60 per
person/night. This preference must indicated at time of booking. Once the booking is confirmed, it will not be
possible to amend the room choice while on tour. If you wish to change to single occupation during the tour, €120
per night will be charged.

6. For pre and post tour accommodation it is not possible to provide a shared twin room. Single participant has to pay
€ 60 extra per night per person for single room occupancy.

7. When a group consists of two adults and one child, if the child is between 2 and 11 years old, they will be charged
at the children's rate. The child will not be provided with a separate bed and must share a room with the two adults.
If the group consists of two adults and two children, the price will be calculated as if for four adults. The room
arrangement will have one adult and one child per room, with the children occupying a bed and charged at the
adult rate.

8. For minors under 18, pregnant women, or seniors (80+), they must be accompanied by at least one adult relative or
friend (under 75) in order for their participation to be accepted. Note: Participants who are pregnant or seniors (70+)
must sign a "Participant Commitment and Waiver of Liability" (support online signature)at the time of registration for
mutual protection. We also recommend that pregnant women or seniors purchase appropriate insurance products
before joining the tour.

9. Full payment must be received 16 days prior to the departure date, we reserve the right to annul bookings if full
balance is not received by the final due date.

10. After confirmation, the guest will receive a Tour Voucher via email. Vouchers must be issued by goEUgo.
11. goEUgo reserves the right to accept or reject registrations without providing any reason or explanation.
12. When registering, please provide an accurate email address and mobile phone number to ensure smooth

communication for future replies and confirmation messages.
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13. Please book your flight tickets only after received our confirmation.
14. Tour Voucher contains important information such as contact numbers of tour guides (phone number, WeChat and

WhatsApp QR code) and emergency phone number. Please have the digital version or print out a hard copy with
you during the tour for verification purposes.

RESPONSIBILITIES AND LIABILITY

agencies. For participants of the itinerary or customers listed in the brochure, our company and its agents are not
responsible and will not be held liable for any financial losses, accidental death, or additional expenses caused by
natural disasters, man-made disasters, mechanical failure, transportation delays, fire, strikes, wars, political
instability, uncontrollable factors, or changes in government regulations.

2. The transportation and hotels used by our company, such as airplanes, ships, trains, or buses, have different
safety and liability regulations regarding passenger safety and lost luggage. In cases of lost luggage, accidents, or
property loss, the rules set by these organizations will be the basis for resolution, and our company will not be
responsible or liable in any way.

3. In the case of special circumstances such as severe weather, strikes, typhoon impacts, lost documents, full hotel
capacity, flight cancellations or delays, political unrest, epidemics, or other sudden uncontrollable events requiring
changes or cancellations of the itinerary, accommodations, or transportation, goEUgo reserves the right to make
decisions based on the situation. In such cases, participants are not entitled to object or claim compensation. Any
losses or additional expenses incurred must be borne by the participants themselves.

4. All tour participants must abide by the laws of the countries they visit. It is strictly prohibited to carry contraband or
prohibited goods. Entry and exit regulations are determined by the respective countries. If a participant is refused
entry to a country due to personal reasons, the responsibility lies solely with them, and goEUgo will not be held
liable. No refund will be given for the remaining part of the trip, and any additional costs, such as transportation or
accommodation, must be borne by the individual and are not the responsibility of our company.

5. Participants are wholly responsible to safeguard personal belongings during the tour. goEUgo tour manager and
driver cannot be held liable nor should they be asked to compensate for lost or stolen personal belongings due to
theft, loss and other causes during the tour.

6. If the participant(s) for any reason are overdue in missing their scheduled flight or bus departure, goEUgo will not
be responsible nor refund fees and costs incurred.

7. Due to bus models not always being equipped to carry wheelchairs, we regret that we cannot accept participants
who use wheelchairs for group tours.

8. goEUgo reserves all copyright to use and reuse images and videos taken during tours. If you object, please
indicate this to your tour manager in advance.

9. Important note: If passengers accidentally or maliciously damage the tourist bus and all facilities within the hotel
area during the journey, they must take all consequences themselves (responsibility) and compensate for all
related losses. For more serious damage, there is an opportunity to bear local criminal responsibility. Please take
good care of public property and enjoy the joy of your journey!
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TOUR RULES

1. The tour leader will proactively contact the guests who participating in the tour before 21:00 (EU local time) the day
before departure. If you fail to be contacted, please call the contact number listed of the tour leader on the Tour
Voucher.

2. It's participants' responsibility to double check the joining time and location after receiving the tour voucher. If the
first day tour has no itinerary included, you'll be sent to our group hotel of the day directly. The tour fee is not
deducted in this case.

3. Each participant is allowed to bring one big and one small luggage on board (Big luggage weight below 30kg and
must be no larger than 28 inches; carry-on/small luggage must be no larger than 20 inches). If passenger brings
more than one big and one small luggage (given that there is space available to store) each additional piece of
luggage will be charged €5/ day (£5/ day for purple line). Availability to accommodate extra luggages cannot be
guaranteed.

4. Most attractions points in Europe cannot be reached directly by coaches, and will require participants to travel on
foot. If the participants are of limited mobility, this tour may not be suitable for you. We cannot offer compensation
or refunds for missed attractions, so please think twice before joining the tour. Once the booking is completed, it
also means accepting the terms and conditions set by the tour operator.

5. Tour managers and drivers are your hosts during the tour. They will help you explore and make the most of your
time. Their passion for travel and local knowledge will enrich your holiday experience. Gratuity is paid directly to the
tour manager and driverwhen the tour is over. We have set a obligatory tip of € 10 / £ 10 per passenger per day
during your tour. Please prepare cash as a token of your appreciation.

6. Present your Tour Voucher (Printed or digital) to the tour manager when you board the coach. goEUgo cannot
allow delays by a single passenger or group. A participant’s negligence and late arrival can result in missed
connections for other passengers. In case of emergencies, please call our emergency numbers as printed on your
Booking Voucher.

7. Participants are responsible for carrying valid travel documents (passport) and visas, with a validity period of no
less than six months from the departure date. In any situation or for any reason, if entry is refused by immigration
(customs), our company will not be held responsible. All losses incurred will be the sole responsibility of the
participant, and no refund of the tour fees will be provided.

8. Please avoid bringing valuables and precious jewellery. Keep all your valuable personal belongings with you, this
includes passport and money. The tour company, driver and the tour manager will not be responsible for any
losses incurred.

9. All tour participants must abide by the laws of the countries they visit. It is strictly prohibited to carry contraband or
illegal goods for profit. Smoking is strictly forbidden in all public spaces and indoor areas across Europe, including
hotel rooms, with fines reaching up to thousands of euros. We kindly remind participants to comply with these
regulations. In recent years, some well-known European buildings (tourist sites) have prohibited visitors from sitting
on the ground to rest or eat. Not only is this considered disrespectful, but it may also result in immediate fines.

10. Meals and attraction tickets during the tour are at your own expense; please refer to the Optional List for estimated
costs. Ticket prices listed in the handbook and other promotional materials are for reference only. We cannot
guarantee that prices are updated in real time; the official prices published on each attraction’s official website shall
prevail. Please bring an appropriate amount of local currency for use during the trip, and bring any personal
medication you may need.

11. If a participant, under any circumstances or for personal reasons, wishes to depart on their own, return separately,
or leave the group midway through the tour, our company will certainly assist with the arrangements. However, our
company will not be responsible for any indirect or direct financial losses due to delays in transportation or any
other issues that prevent the participant from meeting the pre-arranged itinerary or accommodation.

12. If any participant deliberately obstructs the tour leader's work, endangers the safety of others, or negatively impacts
the group's activities and interests, the tour leader has the right, based on the specific situation or with the approval
of the majority of participants, to revoke that individual's right to continue with the tour. The participant will be
ordered to leave the group, and no refund will be provided for the unfinished portion of the trip. After leaving the
group, all actions taken by the participant are entirely their own responsibility, and our company will bear no further
responsibility.

13. If the departure time of a flight or bus is delayed due to mechanical failure or traffic congestion, resulting in changes
to the itinerary or the cancellation of activities, participants may not object or withdraw from the tour. In cases of
severe weather, strikes, or unexpected incidents that cause itinerary delays, participants may not demand
compensation or a refund of the tour fees.

14. The tour itinerary is for reference purposes only. Our company will make appropriate adjustments to the tour
schedule and accommodation based on actual conditions. This may include the possibility of cancellations due to
site closures for holidays or local festivals. Participants are expected to accept these changes without objection.

15. If participants who do not know each other are assigned to share a room by our company, the personal character
and behavior of the individuals are entirely their own responsibility and are not related to our company. In the event
of any disputes, our company will not intervene.

16. The transportation and hotels used by our company, such as airplanes, ships, trains, or buses, have their own
regulations regarding participant safety and issues such as lost luggage. In cases of lost luggage, accidents,
injuries, or property damage, the rules established by these organizations will be followed to resolve the matter,
and our company will not be held responsible.
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17. Purchase of European travel insurance is strongly recommended. Please ensure that you are sufficiently covered
for your entire trip.You may consult the tour agency and our company for relevant insurance applications.

18. Due to the fact that certain bus models may not be able to accommodate wheelchairs, we regret that we cannot
accept registrations from participants who use wheelchairs. (Note: For "private tours," prior notification is required
before quoting.)

19. The temperature difference between day and night in Europe is substantial, the annual average temperature
exceeds 30 degrees for less than two months, and European countries have strong environmental protection
awareness. Therefore, hotels in Europe may not have standard air conditioning.

20. goEUgo reserves all copyright to use and reuse images and videos taken during tours. If you don’t want to be
filmed, please avoid the camera voluntarily.

21. goEUgo may combine English, Chinese and Vietnamese speaking tours on the same bus in case the tour group is
too small. Please respect others in your tour group.

22. Under any circumstances, if a participant returns late during the tour and misses the coach, the company will not
be responsible and no fees will be refunded.

23. Pets are not allowed on the tour due to possible allergies among participants and because some hotels are not pet-
friendly. Please make arrangements for your pets before the tour. Thank you for your understanding.

PRECAUTIONS FOR FREE TRANSFERS SERVICES
1. The free airport transfer service is only available for guests who have booked pre-tour or post-tour hotels, and is

only applicable between the specified airports and the hotels arranged by our tour.
2. The free airport transfer service is only available at the following airports: Paris (CDG), London (LHR), Frankfurt

(FRA), Barcelona (BCN), Madrid (MAD), Copenhagen (CPH), Amsterdam (AMS), Budapest (BUD), Rome (FCO),
Vienna (VIE), Prague (PRG), Lisbon (LIS) (only post-hotel drop-off), Oslo (OSL), Stockholm (ARN).

3. The free airport transfer service is only available to guests who have booked pre-tour or post-tour hotels, and must
be reserved at least 7 days before departure. Once successfully booked, the record will be shown on the Tour
Voucher.

4. The free airport pickup service will only wait at the designated airport meeting point during the specified time. Late
arrivals will not be accommodated. If the guest does not show up at the reserved time, the driver will not notify or
wait for the guest. For detailed airport pickup schedules, please refer to the Pre/Post-Tour Hotel – Free Airport
Transfer Timetable for each route.

5. The free airport pickup service bus may carry guests speaking different languages and joining different tour routes,
and may stop at multiple pre-tour hotels. Guests should pay attention to their designated pre-tour hotel (hotel
name shown on the tour voucher), and must disembark and collect their luggage themselves upon arrival.

6. The free airport drop-off service will only pick up guests from the post- hotel at the designated time. Please be
punctual; late arrivals will not be accommodated. If the guest does not show up at the reserved time, the driver will
not notify or wait for the guest. For detailed post-tour hotel drop-off schedules, please refer to the Pre/Post-Tour
Hotel – Free Airport Transfer for each route. Please plan your departure time according to your flight schedule. If
you miss your flight, it is entirely unrelated to the Company and the Company shall bear no responsibility.

7. If you cannot find the goEUgo transfer driver at the designated time and location, do not panic! Please stay at the
original location and immediately call the emergency number: +31-643448738 for assistance.

8. The free airport transfer service is a group-based service. The driver is only responsible for transfers between the
airport and the group hotel and is not informed about any other tour-related matters. Please choose your travel
time according to your flight schedule. If you miss your flight,goEUgo is not liable under any circumstances.

9. Each guest is allowed a maximum of one big and one small luggage on board (Big luggage weight below 30kg
and must be no larger than 28 inches; carry-on/small luggage must be no larger than 20 inches). If the luggage
exceeds the limit, an additional service fee of 20 EUR per item will be charged.

10. If guests wish to have transfer services at other times, they may opt for paid airport transfer services.

PRECAUTIONS FOR PAID TRANSFERS SERVICES
1. The airport transfer service is a group pick-up and drop-off service. The driver is only responsible for the transfer

from the airport to the group hotel and does not have any information regarding the goEUgo tour and tour group.
2. Guests who have booked the airport transfer service should confirm that their name and telephone number are

correct and up to date prior their departure. Please make sure guests’ mobile phone and mobile phone
subscription can receive calls in Europe by enabling mobile phone roaming!

3. After arrival at the destination airport, it will take guests at least 30 – 45 minutes to pick up their luggage and go
through border control. The transfer driver will wait for the guests at the airport 30 minutes after the arrival time of
the guests at the airport.

4. The waiting time at the airport of the driver for the client for the transfer service is maximum 90 minutes after the
arrival time of the flight, in case the waiting time is exceeded the driver may leave and is not liable for doing so. In
the occurrence the driver needs to return to the airport to pick up the guests after the 90 minutes waiting time, a
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new service charge is applicable. If the flight is delayed by the airline and the transfer driver is not notified in a
timely matter the transfer fee is non-refundable. Guests can try to claim compensation of the transfer fee from the
airline themselves.

5. Regardless whether guests need to pick up checked baggage or not, they should go to the correct flight baggage
conveyor belt number in order use the correct exit of the arrival hall and not take a random exit. The driver shall be
waiting at the arrival hall exit of the designated flight with a name board of the registered client. If the guests are
unable to find the driver with the correct name board, there is no need to panic. Client should remain in the area
and call the emergency number +31-643 448 738 for inquiries.

6. If the guests know their flight is delayed, changed, or cancelled, guests should send a SMS and/or call the
emergency number +31-643 448 738 to amend the transfer arrangement. Our operations team will do its best
effort to reschedule the transfer. However, there is no guarantee the transfer arrangement can be changed. The
transfer fee is non-refundable whether the transfer arrangement can be amended or not. Client can try to claim
compensation from the airline. If guests need assistance upon arrival, they can call our team on the emergency
number.

7. The transfer service from group hotel to the airport is arranged four hours prior to the scheduled flight departure
time. If the guests experience any delay to its departure airport such as traffic jams, accidents, and other
unforeseen events, our team will do its best efforts to solve the situation. However, if guests are unable to board
their flights due to a force majeure as mentioned above, goEUgo is not liable under any circumstances.

8. The allowed number of baggage pieces per client is of one big and one small luggage on board (Big luggage
weight below 30kg and must be no larger than 28 inches; carry-on/small luggage must be no larger than 20
inches). Any other baggage pieces exceeding this number is subject to a surcharge fee of 20 euro per extra piece
of baggage.

PRECAUTIONS FOR PRE- AND POST- TOUR ACCOMMODATION
1. Guests who have booked a pre-tour accommodation they can check in at the hotel’s reception using the

booking under the name of【goEUgo Limited】, please provide the hotel reception the issued hotel voucher.
A passport is required for hotel check-in. If guests have ordered a transfer from goEUgo the driver will transfer
guests to group hotel.

2. Please note that international and European hotels usually have a check-in time at 3:00 pm. If guests arrive
prior to the check-in time of the hotel and the room is not yet available. They can rest in the hotel lobby or
guests can leave their luggage at the reception (if possible) and spend some time outside and return to check-
in at 3:00 pm. Thank you for your understanding!

3. The temperature difference between day and night in Europe can be big and the annual average temperature
exceeding 30 degrees Celsius is at most two months. Please note, European countries have a strong
awareness of environmental protection, therefore some hotels in Europe are not equipped with air-conditioning.
This lack of air-conditioning does not mean the hotel facilities are not up to standard. Thank you for your
understanding.

4. Our tour guide will arrive with the group at the hotel usually between 8:00 – 9:00 pm on the day guests check-
in for their pre-tour accommodation. The tour guide will contact guests at the hotel to inform them about next
day departure time of the tour group. In case the tour guide is not able to contact the self-checked-in guests,
the guide will leave a note for the guests at their hotel room door. Usually breakfast next day is at 7:00 am, if
guests go to attend breakfast, they will be able to meet the tour guide and the other group members.

5. Guests who have booked a post-tour accommodation will not need to worry. The tour guide will send the
guests directly to the hotel where they will stay after ending their tour. If guests also booked a transfer from the
hotel to the airport the tour guide will provide the time and details of the transfer service.

6. The pre-tour and post-tour accommodation is only an additional support service so our team is not able to help
guests to arrange shared twin room option. Please understand.

7. If guests have any URGENT enquires during the check-in process at the group hotel, they can call the
emergency number (+31-643-448 738).

[Saturday] Paris → Reims → Luxembourg (420 km)
The Red Line tour leaves from Paris for a delightful scenic journey through the rolling countryside of the Champagne
region, famous for the sparkling white wine produced here. Enjoy seeing the historic attractions of provincial capital
Reims, including the city’s cathedral – a key national heritage site, where coronations of French kings took place
from the 11th century onwards. History and tradition are equally evident in your next location: Luxembourg, the world’s
only remaining Grand Duchy.

You’ll ascend the last stage by the world’s first revolving
gondola, the Titlis Rotair, which delivers spectacular views of the valleys, glaciers, lakes and forests below, and 360˚
vistas of the surrounding mountains. At the summit the sun terrace is the perfect place to pause and appreciate the
breath-taking panoramas. Other highlights include walking across Europe’s highest suspension bridge for more
phenomenal views from Mt. Titlis. Your next destination is Lucerne. Lucerne is a picturesque city of bridges and towers
located in what many people believe to be the “true” Switzerland – picture-postcard mountains, lakes, cowbells, Alpine
villages and meadows full of edelweiss flowers.

It’s commercially and culturally rich, with Moorish and
Arab culture and food. Although today’s Valencia is less prominent, it’s still an important city for large commerce
exhibitions and trade fairs to be held in throughout the year. Upon arrival, you will visit the Modernisme Plaza of the
City Hall of Valencia, Valencia’s Ancient City Gates and the Valencia Cathedral, where the true Holy Grail is
preserved, a photo stop at Ciudad de las Artes y las Ciencias. After the tour the day is rounded off with a drive into
Alicante.
Overnight stay in Alicante or city nearby

[Tuesday] Alicante → Mijas→ Granada (554km)
In the morning, you depart for the city of Granada on the plateau of the Andalusian province. This historic city has
been ruled by the Visigoths and Arabs. It became the last stronghold of the Arab dynasty during its eight-hundred-
year-long rule of the Iberian Peninsula. In the 15th century, King Ferdinand successfully expelled the Arabs and
managed to unite Spain. You would enter and visit the Alhambra, a Moorish citadel and palace, also known as the
Red Palace. Alternatively, heading to visit the old city of Granada, with its exquisite and delicate architecture.
Following that, embark on a drive to the Mijas, a self-paid group activity, to visit famous white village and winding
streets, charming nooks and crannies, flower decked house and numerous tiny squares.

In the morning, Embark on a self-paid group activity in the morning and head to Ronda, the birthplace of Spanish
bullfighters. Ronda proudly holds the distinction of being home to Spain's oldest bullring, where the love, hatred, and
passion of the fighters of that era were witnessed. Despite its seemingly serene facade, Ronda emanates a vibrant
Spanish charm that is unmatched. The town's romantic and peaceful white houses perched on the dramatic cliffs serve
as a testament to its allure. Then tour will go northbound to the largest city of the autonomous region of Andalusia,
Seville. This city was the capital of the Muslim dynasty, considered to be the guardian angel of culture in Andalusia
and the birthplace of the flamenco dance. Seville is the primary setting of many operas, of which the best known is

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Bizet’s Carmen. As the fourth largest city in Spain, it has hosted the Universal Exposition of Seville in 1992. Upon
arrival, you will visit the Seville Cathedral, the largest Gothic cathedral and the third-largest church in the world. Its
completion dates back to the early 16th century and now the cathedral halls serve as the Royal Chapel, the burial
place of the kings for over a century. The tomb of Christopher Columbus, who discovered the New World, is also in
the church as a credit to the great navigator. From there onwards you will see the Alcázar of Seville, which used to be
a Muslim palace and a Spanish Royal Palace. The upper levels of the Alcázar are still used by the royal family as the
official Seville residence today, which makes it the oldest royal palace still in use in Europe. It was registered in 1987
by UNESCO as a World Heritage Site, along with the Seville Cathedral. We will walk to Santa Cruz, Torre del Oro
(the Tower of Gold) and Maria Luisa Park, where the 1992 World Expo was located. In Plaza de España (Spain
Square), you can admire crafted porcelain paintings, detailing the history and elegance of historical Spain.

[Thursday] Seville → Lisbon (460 km)
Today the tour departs for the capital and the largest city of Portugal, Lisbon. You are expected to arrive in Cabo da
Roca (Cape Roca) in the afternoon. This is the most western extent of mainland Portugal and continental Europe. At
the cape, you can see the enormous Atlantic Ocean surrounded by endless scenery. Don’t forget to buy the
remembrance certificate to prove that you once set foot on the west point. Later we will head back to the Lisbon city
centre and visit the Belém Tower and Jerónimos Monastery, both were classified a UNESCO World Heritage Site.

The
Jerónimos Monastery is one of the most prominent examples of Portuguese Late Gothic Manueline style of
architecture in Lisbon. You will pass through the Marquis of Pombal Square and then stop at the Rossio Square for
some free time. Those who are interested in Portuguese custard tarts can taste the authentic ones at a century-old
bakery.

[Friday] Lisbon → Toledo → Madrid (675 km)
Today we will drive back to Madrid via Toledo, a World Heritage Site declared by UNESCO in 1986 for its extensive
cultural and monumental heritage. This old city is located on a mountaintop, surrounded on three sides by a bend in
the Tagus River, and contains many historical buildings. By strolling across the city, overlooking the Alcázar of
Toledo and visiting the grand structure of the Toledo Cathedral, you will feel the bustling of Spain in the old time.
Then take a well-earned rest as you sit back, drive through the breath-taking landscape of Spain and enjoy its rich
palette of colours in natural surroundings, while you journey to Madrid.

[Sunday] Copenhagen → Jönköping (330 km)
The day starts with a sightseeing tour of Copenhagen, capital of the Kingdom of Denmark. Reminiscent of childhood
memory fairy tales, Hans Christian Andersen’s "The Little Mermaid" is the inspiration for the famous statue which
was transported to the 2010 Shanghai World Expo and is a true symbol to the Danish people.

[Monday] Jönköping → Stockholm (320 km)
After breakfast, you continue your way to the capital of Sweden, Stockholm. Built on 14 islands in the Baltic Sea, this
city is crowned the most beautiful of all Nordic cities. After lunch, we embark on a city tour that includes the City Hall
of Stockholm (Stadshuset), one of the most beautiful and well-known buildings in the world with inside the most
exclusive ballroom in Stockholm, the venue of the yearly Nobel Banquet.

【Tuesday】 Prague→Karlovy Vary→Dresden (308km）

After gathering in Prague, proceed to visit the historic spa city of Karlovy Vary. The city is renowned for its abundant
hot springs, with 13 main springs and around 300 smaller springs. This location served as the filming site for the
movies Casino Royale (007) and Last Holiday at the Grandhotel Pupp, known as the most luxurious high-class hotel
in Eastern Europe. After sightseeing, we will cross the border to Germany to explore the historic city of Dresden.
Dresden is celebrated as one of Europe’s most beautiful cities and is often referred to as the "Florence on the Elbe."
Upon arrival, visit iconic landmarks such as the Dresden Frauenkirche (Church of Our Lady), the Procession of
Princes, the Dresden Castle (exterior), and Brühl's Terrace. Accommodation: In Dresden or nearby cities.

【Wednesday】Dresden→Berlin (200km)

Depart in the morning for Germany's capital Berlin, a city whose history has left it with a diverse and eclectic array of
architectural styles. Every regime that has claimed Berlin as its capital has undertaken ambitious architectural projects,
each leaving its own distinctive mark on the city’s skyline. Upon arrival, begin a sightseeing tour of historical landmarks
that showcase Berlin's rich cultural and architectural heritage. Highlights include Germany's tallest structure, the Berlin
TV Tower, remnants of the Berlin Wall, Checkpoint Charlie, the Straße des 17. Juni (June 17th Street), the Victory
Column, the Reichstag (New Parliament Building), the iconic Brandenburg Gate, a symbol of the city’s reunification,
and more. The tour leader may arrange an optional (own expense) boat ride to enjoy a leisurely river cruise and take in
the sights of this bustling city's heart. Accommodation: In Berlin or nearby cities.

【Thursday】 Berlin→Potsdam→Poznan (323km)

This morning, you may choose to visit Potsdam for free exploration within the city or join a tour to the Sanssouci
Palace located in the outskirts. Built by Prussian King Frederick II, Sanssouci Palace and its gardens are recognized
as a UNESCO World Heritage Site, often referred to as the "Prussian Versailles" due to their grandeur and opulence.
In the afternoon, we travel to Poland to visit its oldest city, Poznań, passing by the world’s tallest Christ statue for a
group activity along the way. Poznań holds a vital place in Polish history as the first capital of a unified Poland and the
site where adoption of Christianity started in 966. The Old Town, surrounded by colorful facades, features quaint
architecture and modern shopping streets, offering a charming blend of the past and present. Accommodation: In
Poznań or nearby cities.

【Friday】Poznan→Warsaw (311km)

Poland is a member of both the European Union and the Schengen Visa Zone, but it continues to use the Polish Zloty
(PLN) as its currency. In the capital city, Warsaw, modern buildings rise from the remnants of the past, creating a
striking contrast between contemporary glass skyscrapers and historic architecture. Explore the post-war reconstructed
Old Town, including the Royal Castle, the Market Square lined with restaurants and bars, and the iconic Mermaid
Statue that symbolizes Warsaw. Stroll through the Barbican and ancient city walls to reach the New Town, where you
can visit the house of Marie Curie, a two-time Nobel Prize laureate. The tour continues past the Presidential Palace
to the Holy Cross Church, which holds the heart of composer Frédéric Chopin, and to the statue of astronomer
Nicolaus Copernicus near the University of Warsaw. Finally, admire the Palace of Culture and Science, a gift from
the Soviet Union to Poland. Accommodation: In Warsaw or nearby cities.

【Saturday】 Warsaw→Cracow (290km)

In the morning, depart for theWieliczka Salt Mine, a UNESCO World Heritage Site renowned for its stunning and
intricate salt carvings that adorn its tunnels, captivating visitors from around the world. Known as a "Palace of Salt
Art," the mine attracts approximately 1.5 million tourists annually. It reaches a depth of 327 meters and spans over 287
kilometers, featuring rooms, chapels, and underground lakes, resembling a subterranean city. Afterward, we proceed to
Kraków, Poland’s second-largest city and a former capital for 500 years. Kraków boasts a wealth of exquisite historical
monuments, earning its place on the UNESCO World Heritage list. Upon arrival, explore the landmarks of the Old
Town, including St. Mary's Basilica, the Market Square, the Cloth Hall, the Town Hall Tower, and St. Adalbert's
Church. AccommodationL In Kraków or nearby cities.

【Sunday】Cracow→Oswiecim→Brno (335 km)

Begin the day with a visit to the Auschwitz-Birkenau Memorial and Museum, starting with an exterior view of
Auschwitz II-Birkenau. This site, marked by its tragic history, serves as a solemn reminder of one of humanity’s darkest
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chapters. Then proceed to Auschwitz I, where an optional guided tour (own expense) offers an in-depth exploration.
Walk through the infamous "Arbeit Macht Frei" gate, a symbol of false hope for countless Jewish victims who
entered, many never to leave. After reflecting on this poignant history, continue the journey across the border to the
Czech Republic’s second-largest city, Brno. In the Freedom Square, admire the iconic Plague Column and fountain,
while nearby, the Capuchin Crypt near the bustling Cabbage Market offers a unique cultural experience. Surrounding
the square are various restaurants and cafés, perfect for enjoying a coffee and immersing yourself in the daily life of
locals. Accommodation: In Brno or nearby cities.

【Monday】Brno→Cesky krumlov →Prague （420km）

Visit the enchanting Český Krumlov, a UNESCO World Heritage Site that has captivated visitors since its founding in
the 13th century. The old town’s cobblestone streets and the iconic castle tower are its most dazzling landmarks,
making it an ideal destination for a leisurely stroll and a taste of medieval charm. Český Krumlov is also home to the
Czech Republic's second-largest castle, featuring 40 palaces and towers. From the castle's bridge gallery, enjoy a
breathtaking panoramic view of the old town, with its postcard-perfect sea of red rooftops. After exploring the town,
drive onward to Prague. Arrive in Prague by dusk. Accommodation: In Prague or nearby cities.
